The holes
for the pivot axle are about 6” above the ground.

There is a tab, not pictured, on the top of eact
of these vertical members. They act as stops|to
prevent the wheel assembly from falling

forward. The orientation of the tab is arbitrary.

It is necessary to spread the walls apart to afl@nblack pipe to go
into the support holes.

Place the floor on the ground
with the wire facing down.

Attach the guide with long screws using the préttipilot holes.

Install floor using 2- 1 %" screws on each of thedl panels

(The access hole for the chickens is toward th& batbe left. The
chicken wire floor is on the top.)

If it is winter time, lay the tarp in place. Ifig not winter time, you can put it in later. ltused to block
cold winds.
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Install the roost pole.

(Use 4- 1 ¥4” screws. 2 screws on each side of ghehbven)

There are two predrilled holes for the roost paleseach side of th
Henhaven. The double screws are used to prevembtist pole fron
twisting when the hens roost on it.

Install the handle with the
keeper slot facing up and the
metal keeper positioned as
pictured.

Move the top of the wheel
assembly to the front of the
unit to provide slack in the
cable.

Thread the cable through the
pulley wheel and hook the loop
in the end of the cable to the
hook provided.

Note: You will have to exert
some effort to thread the loop
through the pulley wheel.
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Closing Up the Hen Haven

Screw the front wall to the sides and to the floflWse 1 %2” screws in
the predrilled holes.)

This drawing is made from the
perspective you would have if
you were standing by the low
side of the Henhaven looking
at the roof on your right hand.

Prepare and Install the Roof

Install the nest box before installing the roofeTitoor of the nest bo

Place the roof frame on the unit.
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Once properly installed the roof frame will slideward as pictured.

Carefully screw the roof to the frame using thecgdeoofing screws

and the pilot holes provided. Verify that all pilmles line up with the
frame underneath before installing the first scrtart by screwing th
left edge first.

In order to remove the nest once the roof panelsratalled, it is
necessary to remove the metal roof keepers sigceotf will not slide
forward far enough to allow the nest to be removed.

Sunroom Assembly

When the unit arrives, the L hooks that the sunrdw@mngs
on are facing down and are screwed into the ungrédect
them from damage. You must screw them out severas
and leave them pointing up. Use the round opebningn
open ended wrench to get better leverage when ensay
the L hook.
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There is a “hanger hole” in the top of the sunrdsee arrow
in picture.) Adjust the L hook in or out untilig the right
distance to “catch” this hole from the underneadle ®f the
sunroom roof.

Note: IT WILL BE NECESSARY TO BEND THE I
HOOKS WITH A HAMMER TO MAKE THEM FIT THE
HOLES AND MAKE THE DISTANCE TO THE LOWER
KEEPER BOLTS CORRECT.

Roll out the roof and install the end pieces usigpan
head screws that are preinstalled in the roof.

The end of the roof that has the opening for theerea also

has matching holes for the L hook hangers. Thetes must
line up with each other before the end pieces @esged in
place.

Install the two netkeepers using the 1 %4” hex rseadws
provided.

The netkeepers are shorter than the ends of th@ h&y are
installed on top of the chicken wire in the cemtethe end
frame underneath it. They are used on both entlseeabof
to hold the chicken wire in place.
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The sidepieces come with the keeper bolts retractedlow
them to fit in the shipping box. Move the keepeftda@nd
nut so that they look like the photo.

Adjust he position of the nut until the bolt is gezly seated
in the hole

Stand the 2 sidewalls near the unit, engaging thé&dk in
the hole pictured above. (See arrow.) When engatlgsl
bolt assures that no predator can push its way th&
sunroom.

Secure the top using screws in the pilot holes igem

The L-hook holes’ positions are the most imporfantor for
installing the roof. They must be near the Henhaaed the
L hooks may need to be bent slightly to fit theesoin the
roof.

The front edge of the roof will be flush with theht edges
of the sidewalls.
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Screw on the front of the sunroom. The front walhigher
than the sidewalls.

Install the waterer by hooking it on the sunroontha hole
you cut.

Install the Feeder

The feeder door had to be separated from the feedsiow
it to fit into the shipping box. Use the nuts arwlt® in the
door to attach the feeder to the door.
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Place the feeder in the hole and adjust the tensioithe
“turn button” keeper until it suits you.

You can use the feeder hole to allow the chickenSree
range.” Simply set the feeder inside the door.
