Revelation Chapter 1 verse 5 speaks of, “Jesus…the ruler of the kings of the earth.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The reason kings have such power is because they are placed in office by the King of kings. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Old Testament stories show us just how powerful a king can be.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Ester’s uncle, Mordecai asked her to approach the king 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
to make a plea on behalf of the Jewish people. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
She sent him a message saying, "All the king's servants and the people of the king's provinces 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
know that for any man or woman who comes to the king to the inner court 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
who is not summoned, he has but one law, that he be put to death, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
unless the king holds out to him the golden scepter so that he may live. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And I have not been summoned to come to the king for these thirty days."

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The lovely lesson from this story is that Ester placed her own life at risk 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
by entering the kings chamber. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Fortunately, she received his favor. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs says that the king’s favor is like dew on the grass. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Clearly, this king had the power of life or death over his subjects. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Jesus has the power of life and death over his subjects.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
In Matthew chapter 10, Jesus says, "Do not fear those who kill the body 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but are unable to kill the soul; 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Who do you think it is that has the power to destroy both body and soul in hell.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Who do you think has the power to kill a living soul?

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Jesus said these things in a discussion about persecution. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He said that men will persecute the believers, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
turning them in to government authorities to be harmed.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He concludes the discussion by telling us that we are not to fear these men 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
or those government authorities. We are to fear King Jesus.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Many times our bible studies focus on the benefits of serving God. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We talk about the fact that there is healing from sickness in the cross. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We talk about God prospering us. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We learn how to have better marriages 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and how to serve the Lord as missionaries or through personal witnessing. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
All of this is good, but we also need to be reminded that, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 “The king's wrath is like the roaring of a lion.”
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Jesus is known in the scriptures as the “Lion of Judah”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
In Revelation, Chapter 5, we see this…

TRANSLATE HERE: 
And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
"Who is worthy to open the book and to break its seals?" 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the book or to look into it. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Then I began to weep greatly because no one was found worthy to open the book or to look into it; 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
and one of the elders *said to me, "Stop weeping; 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
behold, the Lion that is from the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
has overcome so as to open the book and its seven seals."

TRANSLATE HERE: 
, “All who are victorious will be clothed in white. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I will never erase their names from the Book of Life, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but I will announce before My Father and His angels that they are Mine.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
This tells us that those who are not victorious
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 run the risk of having their names erased from the Book of Life.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Since the Lion of Judah is the one who controls the Book of Life, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
this is one lion whose wrath it is good to avoid.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This is made clear in Jeremiah Chapter 10, verse 10,
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 “But the LORD is the only true God. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He is the living God and the everlasting King! 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The whole earth trembles at His anger. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The nations cannot stand up to His wrath.”
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Ultimately we can not stand up to the wrath of the Lion of Judah. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Even so men try to do it.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Hear the Word of the Lord from Psalm 2…

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Why are the nations so angry? 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Why do they waste their time with futile plans? 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The kings of the earth prepare for battle;
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 the rulers plot together against the LORD and against His anointed one. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
"Let us break their chains," they cry, "and free ourselves from slavery to God." 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
But the One who rules in heaven laughs. The Lord scoffs at them. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Then in anger He rebukes them, terrifying them with His fierce fury. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
For the Lord declares, "I have placed My chosen king on the throne in Jerusalem, on My holy mountain."

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Men may plot to remove references from the bible from public life. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
They may pass laws to remove all outward sign of Christianity from public buildings. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
They can plot and scheme all they like in their efforts to free themselves from God’s laws. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
But Psalm 2 tells us that God laughs at them. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He is the Lion of Judah. They should fear his wrath. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Psalm Two warns us of his fierce fury.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
In Exodus we read about Korah and his family. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
They rebelled against God. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Moses said, “if the LORD does something entirely new 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and the ground opens its mouth and swallows them and all their belongings, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and they go down alive into the grave, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
then you will know that these men have shown contempt for the LORD." 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
It happened. The Lord opened up the earth and it swallowed Korah and his whole family. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
When things like this happen, we are reminded 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
that it is a good thing to fear the wrath of the king who is like a raring lion. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
Jesus is the Lord of the wind and the seas.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 His finger is on the fault lines of the earth. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
One touch and the earth trembles and shakes. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This is the kind of power that is in the hands of the Lion of Judah.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Fortunately God has two hands. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
One is used to execute judgment, the other is for blessing. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The king’s favor is like dew on the grass.

Romans 11:22 says, “Notice how God is both kind and severe. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He is severe toward those who disobeyed, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
but kind to you if you continue to trust in His kindness. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But if you stop trusting, you also will be cut off.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The kindness and favor of God are precious beyond expression.  
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He owns all of the treasuries of the earth and is free to distribute untold wealth.  

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Psalm 145 15-18…tells us this about the Lord Jesus

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The eyes of all look to You, And You give them their food in due time. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
You open Your hand And satisfy the desire of every living thing. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The LORD is righteous in all His way, and kind in all His deeds. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
The LORD is near to all who call upon Him, to all who call upon Him in truth.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
We see that every morsel of food that goes into our mouth is the result of his favor. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
That is why we pray prayers of blessing and thanksgiving when we eat. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
A young boy in Hattie told me once, “Today the Lord blessed me with food to eat. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
I did not eat yesterday, but The Lord gave me food today.”  

TRANSLATE HERE: 
This young boy had it right. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
He knew that every morsel of food that passed through his lips 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
came as the result of the blessing of God.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
This same favor brings us wives and children.  

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs 31:10 says, “An excellent wife, who can find? 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
For her worth is far above jewels.”  

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs 18:22 says, “He who finds a wife finds a good thing And obtains favor from the LORD.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Proverbs 19:14 says, “House and wealth are an inheritance from fathers, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But a prudent wife is from the LORD.”

TRANSLATE HERE: 
We depend on the favor of King Jesus in everything. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
As much as wealth, food and wives are a blessing for us,
TRANSLATE HERE: 
 there is a form of King Jesus’ favor that exceeds all of these.
TRANSLATE HERE: 
The dew on the grass brings life to the grass. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
How wonderful it is to step out in the morning 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
and experience the exhilaration of walking barefoot on grass that is covered over lightly with life giving dew. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
This is only a preview, a picture, and image of the favor that the Lord has for those who seek him.

TRANSLATE HERE: 
What can be more satisfying that basking in the manifest presence of the King himself. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
We can be excited and even enthralled 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
when we encounter and receive the blessings of God. 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
But the question is would you rather have the blessing of God or God himself. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Hear this description of the favor of the Lord from Jeremiah 31
TRANSLATE HERE: 
"They will come and shout for joy on the height of Zion, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And they will be radiant over the bounty of the LORD—

TRANSLATE HERE: 
Over the grain and the new wine and the oil, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And over the young of the flock and the herd; 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And their life will be like a watered garden, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And they will never languish again. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
"Then the virgin will rejoice in the dance, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And the young men and the old, together, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
For I will turn their mourning into joy 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And will comfort them and give them joy for their sorrow. 

TRANSLATE HERE: 
"I will fill the soul of the priests with abundance, 
TRANSLATE HERE: 
And My people will be satisfied with My goodness," declares the LORD.

Come to the Lord and be satisfied with his goodness and you will have a great eternity.
